Memorial Services on all Saturdays of Lent. Please use your Sorokousty envelope, or write the
names on a piece of paper and place it in an envelope and place it in the collection basket. Please put
your name or your family name on the envelope.

Great Fast — Fasting and Abstinence Regulation for 2023. Fast and abstinence from meat and
dairy products: 1. First Monday of the Great Fast (Lent), February 20. 2. Good Friday April 7. Fast
from meat: 1. All Fridays of the Great Fast. 2. Holy Saturday April 8; Wednesdays of the Great Fast
are recommended but not obligatory. Mon, Tues, Wed and Thurs of Holy Week are customary but
not obligatory. This is obligatory for those between the ages of 14 and 59.

Starting next Sunday March 12 after Divine Liturgy we will have a club for kids under 12 years
old. There will be of lot of interesting things to do. Kids will play different games, handcraft, color,
sing, and have a lot of fans. This club will be led by Larissa Pohorylo.

On Sunday, February 26, 2023, on the 90th anniversary of the birth of His Beatitude Lubomyr
Husar, during the Divine Liturgy at the Patriarchal Cathedral of the Resurrection of Christ in Kyiv,
the Father and Head of the UGCC, His Beatitude Sviatoslav, following the decision of the

93 rd session of the Synod of Bishops of the UGCC in Ukraine, solemnly declared the Year
