Our Church Library is open and free — over 3,500 items ranging from Inspirational Fiction to
Philosophy, Physics, Mathematics, History, Politics, Music, Spirituality and Theology. Our Faith is
supernatural — never irrational!

Preserve and promote our own traditions: when you enter, it is customary to first go to the
Tetrapod Table up front, in the middle of church — we are to make the sign of the cross, bow, and
kiss the icon and cross displayed. We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to
light candles or take our place for Liturgy. In our Ukrainian Greco-Catholic Churches, we make the
Sign of the Cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers) starting with our
forehead, then to our mid-chest, then to our right shoulder first, then the left shoulder. Also in our
churches, we do not genuflect (brief bending of the right knee towards the altar) - instead we make
the sign of the cross the Eastern way, and bow towards the altar. And remember that church is a holy
place, so try to keep quiet (not to talk or laugh loudly) before, during, or after the church services.
Let’s preserve and promote our own and beautiful traditions.
Feast Day — Today is the Feast of the Birth of the Mother of God and Ever Virgin Mary. Divine
Liturgy will be celebrated at 10:00 AM. Mirovannia (Anointing with Holy Oil) after the Divine
Liturgy.
Feast Day — Saturday, September 14" is the Feast of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross. Divine
Liturgy at 10:00 AM followed by Mirovannia. The priest and congregation sing the following on the
Feast of the Exaltation of the Cross: “Khrestu Tvoyemu poklonyayemsya, Vladyko, I svyate
Voskresinnya Tvoye slavymo.
We bow in worship to your Holy Cross, O Master, and we glorify Your Holy Resurrection”.
The Feast of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross celebrates the victory of the Cross over the powers of
the world. It is a time to celebrate the universality of the work of redemption accomplished through
the Cross; the entire universe is seen through the light of the Cross, the new Tree of Life which
provides nourishment for those who have been redeemed in Christ.
