There
will be anointing with holy oil and distribution of the blessed bread.

During the celebration of Christmas, it is the custom of Christians to greet one another with the
joyous exclamation, “Christ is born!” to which the one greeted responds, “Glorify Him!” or in
Ukrainian “XpucTtoc poxpaaeTtbca! Cnasimo Moro!”
