Easter Greetings – In our tradition, we use different Christian greetings throughout the year.  From 

Pascha to Ascension Thursday, we use the greeting Christos Voskres – Christ is Risen - and the 

response is Voistynu Voskres - Indeed He is Risen! 

 

Easter Practice – In honor of the Resurrection of our Lord, we stand instead of kneel during Liturgy 

at the Consecration and Communion.  This lasts until Pentecost Sunday when we say the kneeling 

prayers.  If you are tired or ill, please feel free to sit. 

 

Feast Days – Easter or Bright Monday and Tuesday are Feast days.  The Divine Liturgies on these 

days will be celebrated at 10:00 AM both days.  Anointing of Holy Oil (Mirovania) after the Liturgy.                    

This week after Easter is a Fast-Free Week (Zahalnytsia), when we are allowed to eat meat daily, 

including Friday, in honor of the Resurrection. 

 

Signs of the Easter Season -- The Royal and Deacon’s doors on the Icon Screen Iconostasis remain 

open for the entirety of Bright or Light Week.  This reflects the intimate relationship which exists 

between earth and heaven, the divine and human which has resulted from the God-Man, Jesus Christ, 

embracing Death and trampling it into nothingness!  The sanctuary symbolizes the Kingdom of 

Heaven, the nave (the body of the Church), this earth.  There is no barrier between them now that 

Christ is Risen from the dead. 

On behalf of St. Nicholas Ukrainian Catholic Church, we greet you with the Glorious Resurrection 

of Christ our Lord with our traditional greeting: “KHRYSTOS VOSKRESS!” and extend our 

heartfelt wishes for a Joyous Easter.   The bells of the Resurrection play today joyfully throughout 

the world, delivering a message of Resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ.  Help us, O Lord, to feel 

the reality of Christ’s victory over death, let us proclaim the words of St. Paul: “And if Christ is not 

risen, vain is our preaching, vain too is your faith”.
